Sauvignon offer rich 
cherry/blackberry flavors, 

legendary dusty nuances, 
and mountain 

fruit 

intensity. By blending 
from these different 

areas, Winemaker 
Alex Cose created a 

unique wine with 
layers of aromas, 
textures and flavors 

from California's 
premiere Cabernet 

region.

Outstanding aromas of 
raspberry torte, deep black 

cherry, boysenberry and hints 
of rosemary are the first hints 

of the wine's birthplace. Barrel 
aging in French oak, with just a 

touch of American oak, imparted 
caramel, vanilla and cedar on the 
nose. The addition of Syrah and 

Merlot added an additional 
blueberry note while Petite 
Verdot and Cabernet Franc 

add cherry tobacco and plum 
components.
